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For each analysis cycle (0, 6, 12 and 18Z) of the CFSR, global maps are shown with the position (distribution) of the input observations. These observations are divided into mass (temperature, geopotential and moisture) and wind reports, which could be either an upper air or surface report. These reports relate to conventional (not satellite) data.  There are many subcategories within an observation type, eg. upper air reports could be for aircraft, acars or amdar, etc. Accepted observations are in green, rejected in orange. Total stats are given in the header, for example 4374 accepted, 318 rejected.
